VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The second regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 10/20/15 and was called to order by Village President Dean Erickson at 6:31 pm.

MINUTES - - Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve the minutes of 10/06/15 as presented.  Motion carried.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by T Schaeuble, second by S Byers to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - Ed Byrne – Noted the date of the Wrightstown High School Centennial homecoming will be Friday September 9, 2016.  Events include a large parade with floats, an alumni/student BBQ, football game and alumni dance at the old high school.  A dance will be held on Saturday for the regular students.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1.  Evaluations are almost completed, including employee one-on-one’s.
2.  We are close to issuing an RFP for Web Site Design/Re-Design and services.

3.  Sought and received clarification on payment process of Shared Revenue and Shared Utility payments for this year and moving forward.  Shared with Dave Wagner.

4.  Planning Commission meeting for October 12th was rescheduled to October 19th due to lack of a quorum.

5.  Closing on land transaction with CEI Holdings Co. and Country Visions Cooperative was completed on October 14th.

FINANCE - - 

Approve 2016 Employee Health Insurance Contribution Rate – Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the 2016 Health Insurance contribution rates at 85% for employer and 15% for employee.  Motion carried.

Adopt Resolution No. 10202015 for Authorization of Signers – Motion by S Byers, second by S Reignier to adopt Resolution No. 10202015 for Authorization of Signers on Real Property Transactions approved by the Village Board.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – S Byers, Q Cavanaugh, M Leonard, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry.  Motion carried unanimously.

Adopt Resolution No. 10202015A Declaring Official Intent to Reimburse Expenditures – Motion by S Byers, second by S Reignier to adopt Resolution No. 10202015A Declaring Official Intent to Reimburse Expenditures for the 2015 Utility and Street Improvement projects and 2016 Capital Expenditures not to exceed $1,875,000.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – S Byers, Q Cavanaugh, M Leonard, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry.  Motion carried unanimously.

Approve Oudenhoven Construction Change Order No. 2 – Motion by S Byers, second by M Leonard to approve Oudenhoven Construction Change Order No. 2 to incorporate Work Change Directive No. 2 and sanitary lateral manhole installation work in Ridge Road for $3,289.00.  Motion carried.

Approve DeGroot Inc Pay Request No. 1 – Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve DeGroot Inc pay request No. 1 for the  2015 Utility and Street Improvements (downtown area) in the 
amount of $83,296.21.  Motion carried.

Approve DeGroot Inc Change Order No. 1 – Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve DeGroot Inc Change Order No. 1 to directional drill a 4” sanitary sewer lateral to House #108 High Street for $4,500.00.  Motion carried. 

(T Coenen explained this building has gone through a foreclosure process and DPW installed the lateral to avoid cutting into the street with the building’s future unknown.)
Approve Operator’s License for license years 2015-2017 – Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the operator’s license for license years 2015-2017 for Bonnie Jorgensen.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL - -       

Approve separation of part-time Police Officer Chris Farrell – Motion by Q Cavanaugh, second by S Reignier to approve the separation of part-time Police Officer Chris Farrell from the Wrightstown Police Dept.  Motion carried.

PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.   

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 


Fire Dept Report – The September 2015 Fire Dept report as submitted with best regards by Chief M Schampers is as follows:
For the month of September the fire department was called for 3 events. A vehicle rollover in the construction zone on “U”, Car vs Pedestrian in Royal St Pats and a “False Alarm” at CEI due to work being done on the alarm system. 

Training, monthly meetings and inventories where completed. All trucks have been rotated through annual services with a number of nuisance issues addressed. Yet to be dealt with is some paint beginning to blister around a compartment door on EN 1312 and a failure of LDH supply pipe to outlet and a valve. 

Training for the month was “Driving and Apparatus Maneuvering”. Schedules where set for October to include annual Open House plus more than 6 various PR event visits for schools and library and doing annual Fire Extinguisher Training for CEI.
Assistant Fire Chief T Coenen also noted there will be an operational table top exercise event held on October 28th at the Fox Energy Plant and explained what would occur.  There is no public involvement with this particular event.

Police Dept Report – The September 2015 Police Dept report respectfully submitted by Chief P Kingsbury is as follows:

Field training continues for one new part-time officer. Background check continues on one candidate for anticipated vacancies in the part-time officer positions. 

Assisted with the dedication of the new bridge, WHS Homecoming Parade and participated in the meeting for the recreational vehicle ordinance.  We also assisted the computer folks with upgrades to squad car laptops and the transition to a new help desk location in Milwaukee.

There were three accidents in the Village during September. One was handled by BRSO and one by OUSO. There were 93 traffic related incidents for various violations including four reckless driving complaints and one person was arrested for driving while impaired. There were eight parking complaints, one prolonged issue in the 400 block of School Street in which we have asked for the assistance of the WSP.  BRSO initiated three traffic stops in the Village.

There were 96 non traffic calls for service in the Village, 92% handled by WPD officers. Investigations continue on the two felony theft investigations as well as the felony drug incident. Officers dealt with two separate incidents involving an emergency commitment. Also working on 2 more vandalism incidents, a suspicious situation at the vacant property under the bridge and a theft at a local business. Three abandoned bikes were found (only one returned so far), an incident of kids entering a residence without permission, a stalking case of an employee at a local business, a harassment complaint of a resident were all solved and one person was arrested in conjunction with a domestic incident. Two disturbance calls at the new CBRF on Prairie Way were taken care of. BRSO self-initiated two non-traffic calls in the Village.
Chief Kingsbury also addressed his concerns of a newspaper article on the 2016 budget of two full-time police officers, explained vehicle maintenance, cost of ammunition, court costs and how it relates to citation revenue, and wants clarification by the newspaper.
PUBLIC WORKS & UTILTIES - -      

Director of Public Works Comments – T Coenen explained there is a current opening at Public Works as the newest employee is leaving to take a different job.  Need to stay competitive with wages as there is more work to accomplish with a smaller work force than larger municipalities.  We have civic-minded employees now that really care.  As of July 1, 2015, a two-year degree is required to get certification for seven levels.  With benefit package need to attract someone that is already certified.      
The new snow plow truck needs to stay in the 2016 budget as the current 1994 truck purchased new has transmission issues and is not worth the cost to fix.  Once the capital budget is approved, the order will be placed as it takes six months to receive due to specialty welding and controls installed.
REGIONAL PLANNING - -   
Approve Extraterritorial CSM for Brandon and Jennifer Mangin – Motion by T Schaeuble, second by S Reignier to approve the extraterritorial CSM for Brandon and Jennifer Mangin with Parcel No. W-381-1 located at 7059 Elmro Road, Town of Wrightstown.  Motion carried.
Approve Village of Wrightstown CSM to split Parcel No. VW-188-2 – Motion by T Schaeuble, second by S Byers to approve the Village of Wrightstown CSM to split Parcel No. VW-188-2 for a sale to Paul Beatty (2 acres) with the remainder (.932 acres) for the Village compost site.  Motion carried.
CLOSED SESSION - - Motion by S Reignier, second by Q Cavanaugh to proceed into Closed Session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility – Perry Kingsbury employment agreement.  Roll call vote:  Ayes - S Byers, Q Cavanaugh, M Leonard, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry.  Motion carried unanimously (7:08 pm).
OPEN SESSION - - Motion by Q Cavanaugh, second by T Schaeuble to reconvene into OPEN SESSION to discuss and/or take action on any issues that occurred during the closed session.  Roll call vote:  Ayes - S Byers, Q Cavanaugh, M Leonard, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry, S Reignier.  Motion carried unanimously (8:38 pm).

Board Authorization for Discussion – Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve board authorization to Dean Erickson to discuss contract issues with Perry Kingsbury.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – S Byers, M Leonard, T Schaeuble, D Erickson;  Nays – Q Cavanaugh; Absent – K Curry, S Reignier.  Motion carried 4-1.
