2022 Audit - Jon Trautman CPA of Clifton Larson Allen LLP (CLA) presented the Village of Wrightstown’s 2022 Financial Statements and Audit attached to the Financial Statements. 
Independent Auditors’ Report - Jon stated that the Village received an unmodified clean opinion, he pointed out two Emphasis of Matters:

· Village adopted new accounting guidance for leases. The guidance requires leases to recognize a right-to-use lease asset and corresponding lease liability for all leases with lease terms greater than twelve months. 
· Village corrected and error of certain capital assets being depreciated using the incorrect useful lives categories, related to prior year accumulated depreciation in the water utility.

Balance Sheet (Balances as of December 31, 2022)
· Total Fund Balance in the General Fund = $3,515,745 
· Restricted = $14,815, Committed = $62,500, Unassigned = $3,438,430 (Reserve)
· Total Fund Balance in Other Governmental = (-$1,172,110) – TIF Districts
· Healthy Fund Balance, great shape to be in to carry over into 2023

Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Net Position Proprietary Funds (Utilities)

· Water- Operating Revenue = $1,038,691, Sewer- Operating Revenue = $1,174,112

· Water- Operating Expenses = $913,193, Sewer- Operating Expenses = $865,552
· Water- Operating Income = $125,498, Sewer- Operating Income = $308,560

· Water- Net Position = $8,182,290, Sewer- Net Position = $5,258,270
